- w \ line, in xvhat is called the Hopdo Valley,

; xvliich is about five miles wide and ten
^ _ miles long, hemmed with mountains

and covered with pine and fir, all but a
strip of tine meadow from 20 to 40
rods wide, through the center of which
Hows a small stream containing the
famous mountain trout, and through
both valley and mountain roams herds
of deer and other game. I am two
miles south of the Pend Oreille river,
or Clark's Fork, of the Columbia, a
navigable stream on which steamers
xvill be run in the near future.

As far as climate is concerned, it is
far ahead of Minnesota. Days are not
quite so xvarm, with cold nights. Win-
ters are short, lasting only from five to
eight weeks, and not so se'vere. Xo cy-
clones and no snoxvstorms. Here is a
good chance for men looking for homes
and also i'or business men to start a
store and sawmill at the river. The
stream running through the valley will
furnish xx'uter poxver. I have seen as
line xvheat raised here as anywhere,
and larger and as good vegetables,
cabbage heads that weighed 23 pounds^
and everything in proportion. Wishing
you all a happy Xexv Year, I remain.
